	TO The Legislative Assembly of Ontario: -

	WHEREAS Canadians who Study Medicine Abroad who have successfully passed all required Medical Council of Canada exams should be able to compete for the same medical residency positions and on the same terms as Graduates from Canadian and American medical schools.
WHEREAS There is currently no fair, objective and transparent basis for comparing applicants and recruiting the best medical residency applicant in Ontario.  Even though they are required to successfully pass all required Canadian Medical Council’s exams, Canadians who have graduated from medical schools abroad are not treated on the same level playing field as Canadians who have graduated from medical schools in Canada.
WHEREAS Ontarians deserve the best doctors available.  Past education subsidy of a Canadian medical school graduate’s training does not justify future investment in his/her residency.  Recruiting for residency those candidates who are most effective, most resilient, and best suited to engage with patients and lead health care teams is a net gain for Ontarians in the long term. 

	WE the undersigned petition the Legislative Assembly of Ontario as follows: -

	For the Ministry of Health of Ontario to instruct the Canadian Resident Matching System (CaRMS) to cease streaming medical residency positions by location of graduation when recruiting Medical Graduates for positions funded by the Ministry of Health of Ontario or by other sources.
For all medical graduates to pass the same examinations in the same time frame, from 2021 onward, for application to medical residency positions.  This includes Canadian Medical Graduates, International Medical Graduates (i.e. Canadians who have studied medicine abroad) and U.S. Medical Graduates. 
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
